One ofthe challenges w e face nowadays is thelack ofunderstandingb etween ethnic groups in thelocal communities. To overcome this major
hurdle, the Orange County Chinese Association (OCCA) and its subsidiary Chinese School (OCCS) have worked very closely with thelocal
community to understand and accommodate the cultural preferences of differ ent ethnic families. The OCCA /OCCSis a non-profit
organization with the mission to provide educational programs to promote cultural heritage. The OCCSwas established in 198 6 and we have
since opened the school to all children who wish to learn the Chineselanguage and culture. Since the beginning of 2013, the OCCA /OCCS has
worked on An Enhanced Community Outreach Program. The new initiatives in this programinclude: 1). Chinese New Year Celebration
Event: We invited thelocal public to join us for the Chinese New Year celebration. People greeted each other with “Gongxi Facai” and
enjoyed the authentic Chinese show and the authentic food as well. 2). Chineselanguage class for adults: We welcomed adult students from
all different backgrounds to attend Chinese language classes which created a great family environment for learning, making new friends, and
understanding different cultures. 3). English as Second Language (ESL) class for new Chineseimmigrants: The ESL program helped new
immigrants overcome language barriers and enabled them to smoothly transition into the main-steam. 4). China Day Event: Wesent
experienced Chinese experts into the local public schools to introduce the Chinese culture to alarger population. They taught through story-
telling, lecturing, and Chinese artifact displays. 5).Chinese Movie Night: We worked with local libraries to show Chinese movies and
subsequently discuss related Chinese traditions and cultural events. This enabled discussions in regards to better understandingthe Chinese
culture and how and why people actin a certain way. 6). OCCA Free Seminar Series: We provided various topics including cancer prevention
and early detection, asset management, etc to the public for free. The presenters were subject matter experts in their fields. 7). Chinese
Culture Booth: We encouraged OCCA members to reach out to participate in the events organized by other ethnical groups in the local
community. The exchange ofpeople of different ethnicities in the community enabled them to share their experiences, to better understand
the cultural tolerance, and to recognize the differ ent cultural preferences.
